AIMSweb Results

Three times a year, all students in 2nd and 3rd grade
are testing on three assessments. One assessment
tests their reading fluency, one tests their reading
comprehension, and the final assessments gauges
math computation. Students were tested for the
second of three times in early January. School wide,
our results showed improvement from the first as-
sessment in the fall, but also over this time last year.
Below are the pyramid graphs for 2nd and 3rd grade
fluency, based on national percentiles. Ideally, we
would like to a high percentage of students in the
bottom of the pyramid (above average), but find
targeted interventions for those that fall in the top

of the pyramid. Individual student reports will be
coming home soon!
